At any time during your child’s involvement with your chosen youth program, please feel free to reach out
with questions you might have about safety protocols that are in place at University of Missouri System
universities.

2. If you believe that the situation involves criminal behavior, we encourage you to contact the University
Police Department or local law enforcement agency where the youth program is taking place.
3. In addition to contacting law enforcement, or if you do not choose to make a report to law enforcement,
we encourage you to make a report of your concerns in the following way(s):
a. Report your concerns to the coordinator of the youth program in which your child is participating.
b. Report your concerns to the Title IX and Equity Office at the appropriate University office of the
University of Missouri System.
